MUNCH. 4  How did you do it? 

 

MUNCH. 5  She’s dead. 

 

AUNTY EM  Excuse me! I’m not a killer. 

 

MUNCHKINS  Oh yes you are. 

 

AUNTY EM  Oh no I’m not 

 

MUNCHKINS  Oh yes you… 

 

AUNTY EM  Don’t start that! This show’s hardly got started! 

 

MAYOR M.  Three cheers for the lady who fell from the sky! 

 

AUNTY EM  (Flattered) Did you hear that Dorothy, they called me a lady. Shall 

I tell them, or do you want to? 

 

(The MUNCHKINS all crowd around AUNTY EM) 

 

MUNCHKINS  Hip, hip, hooray! Hip, hip, hooray! Hip, hip, hooray! 

 

MUSIC STARTS DING DONG THE WITCH IS DEAD 

 

(Just as the munchkins are about to hit their stride in the song, AUNTY EM 

interrupts.) 

 

AUNTY EM  Stop, stop, stop, stop! 

 

(The music stops) 

 



(Stage whisper) We can’t use that one! 

 

MAYOR  Why not? 

 

AUNTY EM  We don’t have the rights. They’re too expensive. 

 

MAYOR  Oh…in that case…. 

 

SONG: SMALL WORLD 

 

 At the end of the song the Munchkins are pawing at Dorothy and Aunty Em who 

is fighting them off. 

 

MAYOR Munchkins! Munchkins make way! Dear ladies, please forgive 

them, but we don't meet many new people. And you did arrive 

rather suddenly. 

 

DOROTHY Hello. I’m Dorothy 

 

MUNCHKIN  She’s a Dorothy! 

 

MUNCHKIN 2 (Confused) What’s a Dorothy?
